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Introduction

This guide contains rules, procedures, and information for using the housing facilities, grounds,
and laboratory of the University of Massachusetts Nantucket Field Station. It includes
information about services available on Nantucket island. Everyone using the Field Station is
responsible for reading and understanding this material. Persons violating the rules contained in
this guide, or infringing on the rights of others, will be required to leave the station.

Despite all the rules and “DONT’S” listed here (honestly, they are all based on past experience),
the Station staff wishes you a pleasant and productive stay.

Staff

Research Director: TBA, Field station apartment.

Facilities Manager: Mr. Anthony E. Molis (woodworker, metalworker, expert electrician, and
naturalist). Apartment M1, Gouin Village housing.

Housing
Rules

Field Station housing is only available to instructors, students of good standing in courses,
qualified graduate students, field trip or conference participants, or qualified researchers.

As no janitorial services are provided, persons using the Station are required to keep the housing
facility, grounds, and laboratory clean. “Clean” is defined by the Station staff -- and it means
tidy, neat, safe, and sanitary. All facilities must be left clean on departure.
- General cleaning materials are provided, but residents must provide their own
expendable supplies including dishwashing detergent, laundry soap, hand soap, CLEAR
trash bags, paper towels, and toilet paper.
- Trash is usually collected each Monday. Nantucket has strict mandatory recycling laws
as we all must follow or Station staff cannot take the trash to the dump. Please see
specific directions for recycling plastics, paper, and metal posted on the bulletin board in
the dining room. You and your group will be charged for staff time necessary to sort trash
or clean unwashed containers. A recycling bin is provided just across from the shop.
PLEASE RETURN YOUR OWN RETURNABLE BOTTLES AND CANS!
-Before departing, please make certain all windows and doors are closed, trash is outside
in the bin, nothing is left for rodents to eat, refrigerators are empty of all except ice cubes
and baking soda, and that you have followed the housecleaning checklist posted in the
kitchen. During winter, please follow the special winter checklist posted in the kitchen.

Residents in the Station dormitory may not keep domestic pets. The only possible exceptions are
seeing eye or hearing dogs, these will require special arrangements and permission of the staff.



Possession and/or consumption of drugs or alcohol is forbidden on all Field Station property.

Dormitory residents may not entertain overnight guests at the Station. Because of danger to
themselves and to experiments in progress, small children are not permitted in the laboratory and
should be carefully supervised when visiting the Station. Camping is not permitted on Field
Station property.

For safety, please do not use the fireplaces -- no firewood is available. Town law prohibits
outside fires (with the exception of charcoal grills). You may not use fireworks on the Station

property.

Bicycles may not be stored inside any of the Station buildings. They take up too much space and,
inevitably, get grease on furniture.

Please don't use bedding outdoors or on the beach -- it ruins it.

Quiet Hours: 10:00 PM to 7:00 AM. These are the same for the Town of Nantucket.
People have a right to sleep and study — yet others like to party and return home late in
exalted moods. Quiet hours are 11:00 PM to 7:00 AM. Between these hours don’t make
loud noises, operate radios, embark on boisterous projects in the kitchen, or practice
opera in the bathrooms. The classroom and laboratory are quiet study areas at all times.
Please use common sense and respect the rights of others.

Procedures

Mail The mail is delivered to the box on the Polpis Road. Please let staff collect the mail and
place it on the “mail table” just inside the workshop door. If you collect the mail and something
important gets lost you will probably be blamed. Outgoing mail may be placed in the box.
Packages for Station residents are best shipped UPS as they deliver directly to the Station's
workshop. Your address is: U. Mass. Nantucket Field Station, 180 Polpis Rd., Nantucket, MA

Telephone Only local (on Nantucket) calls are toll-free. All off-island calls are long distance
(toll) and must be charged to a credit card, to another number, or made collect. No calls for
students will be accepted during lectures. Those needing to make a call or send a FAX on
University business should check with the staff. Please see specific instructions posted over the
telephone in the residence building.

Sleeping There are two bunkrooms, one containing six and the other eight double-decker bunks.
Some blankets and pillows are provided, but residents must provide (and launder) their own
sheets, pillowcases, towels, or sleeping bags.

Cooking The kitchen is provided with basic cooking and dining equipment. Residents must
provide and cook their own food. They must wash up and keep the kitchen clean. Please recycle
appropriate trash and return redeemable bottles and cans.



Toilets These occasionally “stick” wasting water and stressing the pump and septic systems. Be
alert for this problem -- wiggle the flush handle to help seat the check valve if it occurs.
Inappropriate materials plug drains. Use toilets for sewage waste disposal only.

Heat There are three heat zones controlled by thermostats in the classroom, dining room, and
small bunkroom. The dining room thermostat also controls heat in the big bunkroom. Heat is off
from May to October. Please conserve heat and hot water. If the boiler makes ominous sounds
(some noise is normal), or produces oil fumes, turn off the red emergency switch to the right of
the kitchen door and notify a staff member. Stay out of the boiler room and NEVER try to fiddle
with the boiler yourself!

Electricity Nantucket Electric Company's normal power failure lasts about 20 minutes -- nothing
to be done, we just have to wait it out. Longer failures are possible, as are wide swings or
“spikes” in voltage. We offer the following recommendations for survival.
- Your heat and water are dependent on electricity. For example, you have about one
flush in each toilet during a power failure.
- ALWAYS provide computers with surge protectors and ALWAYS unplug them when
not in use. Surge protectors are no help in the event of a lightening strike -- sign off, turn
off, and unplug at the first rumble. “Save” frequently.
-UNPLUG all electrical equipment (except refrigerators, drying ovens, or aquaria) in
both the house and laboratory when not in use.

Laundry DON'T use the washer (or any other electrical equipment) when your feet are bare --
you risk severe and perhaps fatal electrical shock. The washer must be wheeled to the sink,
connected to the water, and plugged in. Take the drain plug out of the sink or you will wash the
floor when you didn't plan to. Don't use too much soap, the wrong kind of soap, or overload the
machine (same results as above). Turn off the water before removing the hose (failure results in a
face-wash). Clean the lint filter in the dryer before each use (it pops out of the inside back, then
opens like a box). Save energy by drying clothing outside when practical.

Books All books in the house and laboratory are Field Station property. Journals in the
laboratory may not be taken from the building. Reserve reading books must not be taken from
the building and should be returned to the reserve shelf. If you borrow books from Nantucket
libraries please be kind enough to return them.

Weather Dangerous weather conditions may arise on Nantucket at any time and with little
apparent warning. Always check weather forecasts, plan, prepare, and dress appropriately before
working in the field. We frequently experience violent thunderstorms. NEVER use any electrical
equipment or the telephone during thunderstorms -- high voltage surges may be life threatening.

Questions The facilities manager or research director are usually about campus during working
hours. They are happy to answer questions or help with problems.



Nantucket Services

Stores, Restaurants, and Public Facilities

There is a small shopping center (food and drug store) just off Sparks Avenue west of the rotary
about three miles from the Field Station. Nearby are several restaurants, two filling stations, two
banks, and a branch post office. These are open throughout the year. The Nantucket Hospital is
about one-half mile beyond the shopping center. Other markets, stores, bike rental shops,
restaurants, the main post office, libraries, museums, the ferry dock, and town offices are located
in Nantucket center about four miles from the Station. A few seasonal shops and restaurants are
located in Siasconset on the island's east side. Cars may be rented at the airport. Taxis are
available at the airport, in town, or by telephoning them. A public bus (NRTA) serves the Field
Station and Gouin Village areas in summer — see schedules.

Libraries

The Maria Mitchell Association Science Library (Vestal Street, 508-228-9198) has modest
journal holdings and is an excellent source of natural history information. The Nantucket
Athenaeum (Lower India Street, 508-228-1110) is Nantucket's town library and offers general
reading, newspapers on microfilm, and excellent post-1846 historical sources -- it accepts
Massachusetts library cards. The Nantucket Historical Association's Edouard Stackpole Research
Center (Broad Street in the Peter Foulger Museum) contains original and secondary source
materials on all aspects of Nantucket's history (508-228-1655). All are open throughout the year.
Call or write for specific hours. Researchers needing technical scientific articles may ask the
Station staff for help obtaining them from the library of the Marine Biological Laboratory in
Woods Hole. The MBL service is expensive and researchers will be asked to foot the bill.

Associations. Foundations, and Museums

The Maria Mitchell Association Science Center In summer the Maria Mitchell Association runs
nature classes, field trips, bird walks, and sponsors evening lectures. It maintains a small natural
history museum, an historical house museum, a research observatory, the library on Vestal
Street, an aquarium on the waterfront, and a nature center on Long Pond. Open nights are
scheduled at the astronomical observatory on Hummock Pond Road. Field trips and bird walks
extend into the fall and spring, there is a winter lecture series, and the library is open year
around. Fees are charged for field trips and admissions. Call the main campus (Milk and Vestal
Streets) for specific information (508-228-9198).

The Nantucket Conservation Foundation The Foundation, a private island-based group.,
maintains nearly 30% of Nantucket in forever wild condition. Its property is open to the public,
but researchers contemplating major projects or planning to collect plants or animals should
make specific arrangements with the Foundation's management. Administrative offices are at
118 Cliff Road (508-228-2884).

The Nantucket Historical Association The Historical Association maintains a number of
historical museums and houses open seasonally. For an overview, visit the Museum of Nantucket
History (Macy Warehouse) on Straight Wharf just across from the A&P parking lot in Nantucket
town. Admission fees are charged and an inexpensive one-time pass to all exhibits is available.



The research center is open throughout the year (508-228-1655). General offices are in the Old
Town Office Building just off Main Street on Union Street (508-228-1894).

The Nantucket Life Saving Museum The Life Saving Museum, on Polpis Road across the salt
marsh from the Field Station, has exhibits tracing the history of shipwrecks and rescue from
colonial times to the modern Coast Guard. It is open in summer and charges a modest admission
fee (508-228-1885).

Memberships are available in all of the above organizations. There are many cultural events on
Nantucket throughout the year. Please see local newspapers (the Inquirer and Mirror) for details.

Station Grounds

Rules

Sand dune and salt marsh plants are easily damaged by even one foot passage. Please don't walk
on the dune or marsh unless it is necessary to accomplish your experimental work -- and then try
to limit trips. The marsh is easily accessed from the salt marsh creek by wading or using a small
rowboat. There is a network of mowed paths throughout the Station uplands for access and
enjoyment.

You may not take fish or shellfish from the Station property for personal consumption without a
Town shellfish permit and the staff’s permission.

To help control erosion, please don't climb the bank facing the harbor. Beach access is by a path
to the west of the dormitory building.

Please don't climb on the roofs of buildings -- it is dangerous and damages them.

There have been two serious vehicle accidents on the Station road in recent years due to excess
speed. The speed limit is 10 MPH and the staff enforces it rigorously. Please don't drive off the
established road. Watch for wildlife on the road. Turtles lay eggs on the verges in early summer;
snakes sun themselves on the warm sand spring and fall; deer are present at dawn and dusk;
rabbits, pheasants, and hunting hawks may use the road at any time. Driving slowly will help
your chances of seeing wildlife and help keep our animals from becoming road pizza.

Hazards

Ticks Comparatively large dog ticks (Dermacentor variabilis) are quite common during spring
and early summer. They may rarely vector Rocky Mountain spotted fever. Smaller (often almost
invisible) deer ticks Ixodes dammini are common throughout the year. They transmit Babesiosis
and, more commonly, Lyme disease. Both are dangerous illnesses. A repellent, of dubious
effectiveness, is available in local stores. The best prevention is to wear light-colored clothing so
you can see ticks walking about on you, “blouse” slacks into your socks, and carefully examine
yourself for ticks after walking through vegetation. If bitten, simply pull the tick out with forceps
or fingers. Record any tick bite for future medical reference in the event that you become ill
(many people never realize a small /. dammini has fed on them). Promptly seek medical attention



if you develop symptoms of the above diseases. See additional information posted on the bulletin
board of the dormitory building.

Don't let the fear of ticks limit your activities or ruin your fun. Yellowstone has grizzly bears, the
southwest has scorpions, the southeast has black widow spiders, California has earthquakes, and
the Middle East has terrorists. Even British sand dunes have poisonous snakes. We have ticks.
Be aware of the risk, take reasonable precautions, and get on with your activities.

Poison Ivy The poison ivy vine (Rhus radicans) is very common on the Field Station and
throughout Nantucket. Poison sumac (Rhus toxicodendron) is uncommon, but may be
encountered in swamps and bogs. Some people claim they are immune, but are very foolish if
they take liberties. Wear shoes and protective clothing. Wash with strong soap or dishwashing
detergent (the toxin is an oil) as soon after suspected exposure as possible.

Vehicles

The Station does not provide vehicles. Students, faculty, and visiting researchers must provide
their own transportation. Taxis, rental cars, and rental bicycles are available, but no public
transportation serves the Station. The speed limit on the Station road is 10 MPH. The fate of
people and animals is in your hands -- PLEASE DRIVE SLOWLY!

Boats

Boats are NOT for recreational use. They may only be used for accomplishing research or for
class requirements. Small rowing boats may be available for use on the fresh water pond or in the
salt marsh. Small outboard powered boats (in the 13 to 16 foot range) are available in summer
and may be made available, given advance notice, in the off season. Boats are for work-related
purposes only and may not be used for recreation. Permission of a staff member MUST be
obtained for each and every use of a powered boat. Everyone must be checked out by a staff
member before they are allowed to use powered boats and safety requirements must be observed.
Only staff may operate the 17 foot Boston Whaler. If given reasonable advance notice, we will
try to organize help for specific collecting requirements.

Workshop

The Station has a well-equipped workshop for maintaining its buildings and equipment.
Insurance regulations prohibit student use of the shop or of power tools. Persons needing hand
tools should request them from a staff member and return them promptly after use. We can build
or repair simple field or laboratory equipment given reasonable advance notice.



Photocopier

This photocopier is not available for unsupervised use. Instructors are asked to designate a
course member who will take care of photocopying needs for the group. This volunteer will be
checked out on the copier by a staff member and will be the only person allowed to use the
machine.

Laboratory

General Note: If you are not certain how to use a piece of equipment READ the instructions (in
file cabinet) or ASK a staff or faculty member FIRST! Our equipment is limited, we are remote
from repair services, and many people are dependent on using our laboratory.

Rules
Use of the Station laboratory is limited to qualified students, instructors, and researchers.

All persons must be checked out by a staff or faculty member before using laboratory equipment.
Instructions are on file and must be returned to the file directly after use. If you aren't certain
how to use it, READ or ASK before you break it!

Instructors are responsible for making certain students in their courses know how to properly and
safely operate laboratory and field equipment they are required to use as part of their course
work.

We ask that graduate students and visiting investigators replace any expendable supplies used at
the Station from stocks at their parent institutions. Breakage is the responsibility of the user.

Due to the very real danger of damage from power surges generated by the electrical company or
engendered by lightening strikes during thunderstorms all electrical equipment must by
UNPLUGGED when not in use. Exceptions are refrigerators, incubators, drying ovens, and
aquaria. NEVER use electrical equipment during thunderstorms.

To defend against dust, please keep all un-used equipment covered and cabinet doors closed.
Due to danger from electrical shock, broken glass, and spilled chemicals shoes must be worn in
the laboratory. If you are not immune from thorns, nails, and broken glass you will wear them

outside as well.

Observe safety procedures. Wear eye protection and/or dust masks when working with
dangerous material. Everyone is responsible for safety in the laboratory.

Smoking or use of open flame is prohibited in the laboratory.
Please don't use radios or “boom boxes” in the laboratory -- or if you must -- use only those units

equipped with earphones. The laboratory is a working place and many people don't like
gratuitous noise.



Everyone is responsible for telling staff about damaged or broken equipment so that repairs can
be made. Don't try to use damaged equipment.

When at all possible, organisms should be studied alive and released to their normal habitat when
study is completed. We do not support projects that involve killing large numbers of organisms
or damaging the environment.

All persons working at the Field Station must obey appropriate laws relative to collecting plants
and animals. Instructors or researchers are responsible for obtaining any necessary permits or
licenses. You must obtain permission of the landholder before using private property.

Common Sense

An experienced professor once observed it is impossible to make anything foolproof as fools are
so ingenious. Keep in mind that survival in a technological age is another form of natural
selection. Please ponder the following:

Wet shoes have no insulation value against electrical shock.

Salt water conducts electricity very well.

Don't yank power cords from sockets by pulling on the wire, but rather put your (dry)
fingers on the plug and pull. Keep your (dry) fingers out from under electrical plugs when
pulling them from outlets.

Don't stick one hand in an aquarium (or ground yourself in some other way) while
holding an electrical appliance in the other hand. Don't rig electrical cords or appliances

where they can fall into aquaria .

Hang power cords or extensions from hooks provided above the work tables -- don't let
them trail across tables where they may short out in spilled liquids.

Don't use an electrically powered piece of equipment that has a defective power cord, is
emitting snapping sounds, or producing smoke.

Don't heat flammable liquids on hot plates, use non-pyrex glass containers on hot plates,
or use open flame in the laboratory.

Please avoid putting explosive substances, or those that emit toxic or corrosive fumes, in
drying ovens or muffle furnaces.

Clean up spilled chemicals and broken glass -- don't leave them as booby traps for the
unwary.

Keep fire exits clear, keep fire extinguishers near exits (where people naturally tend to go
in the event of fire -- we hope), tell staff if you have used an extinguisher so they may
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have it recharged. If you start a fire, FIRST dial 911 and report it, SECOND attack it with
a fire extinguisher if it is safe to do so, THIRD tell staff.

Don't put dead animals or decaying plants in the trash. Rather, dispose of them outside
(and down wind) where nature can quietly recycle them.

Never use soap in an aquarium. Don't put marine algae in aquariums -- they soon die and
pollute it. Don't overload an aquarium to the point where organisms run out of oxygen.
Promptly remove dead organisms. Keep aerator motors above water levels in aquaria so
water does not siphon back into them. Cover all permanent and temporary aquaria so
bubbles from aerators don't spray corrosive salt water all over the laboratory.

Don't plug inside sink drains with mud, sand, or smelly organic gunk. Use the outdoor
sink for dirty jobs.

Don't slobber salt water all over delicate equipment and fail to clean it up.

Do realize that metal field gear, or anything made with metal parts, needs to be washed in
fresh water, dried, and oiled or waxed after use in salt water -- or it will rust into a pile of
junk. This includes plankton nets, but don't oil or wax them.

Believe it or not, all the above requests and rules are based on at least one true incident in the
Station's laboratory over its 35 year history. No one has been killed or maimed, the place hasn't
exploded or burned yet, doubtless due to divine intervention. Please exercise common sense and
don't be the basis for a new Field Station legend.

Specialized Equipment
Some specialized equipment, particularly environmental monitoring gear, is available. Persons
needing to use such equipment should consult with the Station staff well before intended use.

Computers
The following units are presently available:

-3 IBM compatible Pentium class units with laser printers. These are connected to the
Internet and are available for general use.

These machines are equipped with word processing and statistical programs, 3.5 inch disk drives,
and are connected to the internet. It is the nature of computers to be “down” periodically. Persons
depending on using these machines, as well as those having special computing needs, should
contact the Station staff well in advance of intended use.

As computer viruses are often imported from external machines, NO ONE may bring a disk from
elsewhere and use it in a Field Station machine unless the disk has a specific written certification
from a recognized computer center certifying that it is virus free. Viruses imported by careless
people have caused a great deal of trouble for researchers and students.
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Supplies

We maintain fairly comprehensive stocks of common laboratory chemicals, glassware, collecting
jars and bags, and small expendable equipment. We do not have the personnel to maintain a
running inventory of these materials. Course instructors or researchers should contact the staff or
visit the Field Station in advance to make certain needed materials are in stock. In general,
courses taught here are expected to replace expended supplies from the laboratory fees they
charge. Researchers are asked to replace materials used from their parent institutions or use their
research grants for this purpose.

Hazardous Materials

Nantucket has no hazardous waste disposal facilities. No fume hood is available. Hence, any
materials that may not be legally be put down a drain cannot be used at the Field Station.

SCUBA Diving

While snorkeling with mask and fins is a fine way to observe organisms in the shallow waters of
Nantucket Harbor, the Station does not sanction use of SCUBA (self-contained underwater
breathing apparatus). There is no certified SCUBA diver on the staff. Persons wishing to use
SCUBA do so entirely at their own risk. No instructor, or person in authority at the Field Station,
may request or require SCUBA use as a part of a Field Station program.

Things to Bring With You

- Bathing suit and snorkeling gear (perhaps not in January)
- Sunglasses (spare pair of regular glasses if you need them)
- Binoculars

- Camera

- Calculator

- Portable computer

- Rain or cold weather gear as appropriate

- Sleeping bag or bed linen

- Towel and beach blanket

- Bicycle (no inside storage available)

- Rubber boots or sacrificial sneakers for “rubber boot” oceanography
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RULES
UMass Field Station Housing

Cleaning: Facilities are to be kept and left clean. Please see the housecleaning
checklist posted separately and follow it, particularly before departure. NOTE: If
Field Station staff have to clean or dispose of trash after you leave, you or your
group will be charged for this service at overtime rates.

Alcohol: Resident students may not possess or consume alcohol.

Pets: Student residents are not permitted to keep pets.

Guests: Overnight guests are not permitted.

Camping: Camping is not permitted on Field Station property.

Noise: Excessive noise, particularly at night, is not permitted. Town quiet hours
are 10:00 PM to 7:00 AM: Station staff and faculty, after an initial polite warning,
are instructed to simply call the police.

Damages: You or your group will be charged for the repair or replacement costs of
any damages to the fabric and equipment of the Field Station.

Bicycles: Please secure them outside. None are permitted indoors at any time.
Furniture: Please do not use indoor furniture outside - moisture destroys it.

Walls: Please do not affix anything to the walls - use tack-boards provided.
Bedding: Please don't use bedding outside - dirt and sand ruins it.

Cooking Gear: Please use for cooking only. If you take cups or dishes elsewhere,
please bring them back.

Toilets and Drains: Inappropriate materials block drains. Use toilets for disposal
of sewage wastes only. Keep sand out of drains.

Boats: May be used with direct permission of the staff only.

Trash and Recycling: Nantucket has tough mandatory recycling laws that we all
must observe. Please read and observe the recycling rules and procedures posted
separately.

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LABORATORY CLEANING CHECKLIST

1. All glassware clean, dry, and returned to proper storage.

2. All metal laboratory and field gear clean, dry, and lightly oiled (if appropriate).
Oil available at workshop.

3. Table and bench tops dusted and washed.
4. Spider-webs cleaned from walls and ceiling.
5. Floor swept.

6. Inorganic trash bagged and ready for collection. Organic trash (dead animals or
plants) placed downwind outdoors.

7. Coffee cups efc. returned to residence building.

8. Field guides retrieved from other locations and shelved in laboratory. Texts
returned and shelved in residence building.

9. Microscopes, balances, meters, nets, and other equipment clean, dry, and
properly stored.

10. Drying ovens, muffle furnaces, incubators, centrifuges, and refrigerator/freezer
clean and empty of residual materials.

11. Aquaria emptied of organisms and cleaned. NEVER use soap in an aquarium.
12. All living organisms released to their normal habitats.

13. Doors, windows, and storm windows tightly shut. Lights off. In winter
(November through April) set heat to 55 deg. F.
